We are lucky that our Post Office in Roos has been spared this time round. This does 

not mean that it will be safe next time.

It is important to remember that the government subsidy currently supporting the 

network of rural Post Offices is due to expire in March 2011, with an estimated loss of 

2,500 outlets nationally. The government will be seeking to significantly reduce their 

commitment and any shortfall will ultimately become The Post Office liability. This will 

mean more restructuring, so we are not out of the woods yet.

Statistics gathered during the recent assessments will be the bench mark from which the 

Post Office measures business performance over the next two years. As ever the least 

viable will be the most vulnerable.

If we want Roos Post Office and village shop to survive long term we as a community 

must support and use it.

Consider the consequences and inconvenience of losing access to services and 

provisions if these following facilities were lost:-

 • Stamps, postal orders, parcel post, premium bonds, National Savings, pensions....

 • Bill payments : gas, electricity, telephone....

 • Mobile top-ups, gift vouchers....

 • Insurances : household, personal, travel, pets....

 • Fishing Licences.

 • Foreign currency and travellers’ cheques can be ordered, rather than taking a 

journey to the bank or having to wait at home for a courier to arrive.

Without this facility in the village it becomes increasingly difficult for the elderly and 

people without transport to live in a remote or rural communities.

On the 25th April our local MP attended a meeting in the Memorial Institute with 

members of the Parish Council and the general public. In a very useful meeting Mr 

Stuart was questioned about the flood damage in the village and what he could do to help 

matters.

Mr Stuart had read the Taylor report and was very impressed with its quality. At this 

stage he urged the Parish Council to do as much as they could themselves and liaise with 

ERYC and Yorkshire Water on all the various matters. He also stressed the importance 

of the ERYC flood report which is due to be published in May.

He added that a letter will be sent to Yorkshire Water supporting the Parish Council’s 

insistence of a man-hole inspection chamber in the area of Dimples Cottage. He will also 

write a letter on behalf of the Council regarding Hodgson Lane and the need for 

resurfacing as soon as possible.

The meeting at which the petition will be presented to ERYC is at Beverley on June 4th 

at 10.30am.

Do not let the warm days of May lull you into forgetting the tasks which must be tackled.

Now is the time when plans for beds and borders should be put into action.

Bedding plants should be hardened off by putting them outside during the day, but don’t 

forget to bring them in during the night until the chances of frost have passed.

Plant up containers and hanging baskets.

Lift Spring-flowering bulbs unless you want to leave them in situ for next year.

Keep newly planted shrubs watered and spray with water in the evening.

Fast growing hedges such as privet need their first clipping.

Move house plants from south-facing windows as the sun may be too hot and damage 

them.

Vegetables

Cover potatoes if frost threatens.

Sow French beans and plant cabbage and Brussels sprouts.

Proposed sale of land at Manor Farm Tunstall

The Clerk reported that he had asked the solicitors to expedite title of the land 

with the Land Registry following the visit of the Land Registry’s surveyor.

Hodgson Lane

The Clerk reported receipt of a reply from ERYC which stated that the petition 

would have to be presented by 27th May for consideration by the Environment 

and Transport Overview and Scrutiny Committee on 4th June. It was agreed 

that efforts continue in obtaining further signatures on the petition, that is to 

be brought to the next Council meeting for despatch to ERYC and that just 

prior to the meeting on the 4th June an e-mail be sent to each member serving 

on the ERYC Committee further outlining the history and urgent need for the 

improvement of the highway.

Parish Plan

Tree-planting - The Chairman reported that Stephen Robinson of HEYwoods 

Partnership was having ongoing discussions with people who had expressed 

an interest in tree-planting opportunities and that he also intended to discuss 

with ERYC the possible planting opportunities in highway verges later this 

year.

Emergency Plan

Councillor Cracknell produced both hard copies and disc versions of the Plan, 

which she explained needed clarification as to the actual contents of the 

emergency boxes and that the Plan should be tested in the form of a live 

exercise in the summer with ERYC acting in a co-ordinating role. This was 

agreed and the matter would be further progressed at the next meeting.

Parish paths

Councillor Dodson produced the latest draft version of the parish paths leaflet 

prepared by Andy Coyne which members approved and Councillor Craggs 

offered his assistance if required in producing the final version.

Flooding

The Chairman reported that the Taylor Report was now in the public domain 

and that extracts would appear in the next issue of The Rooster.

It was reported that the improvement works in Roos Beck north of Mr Baker’s 

property had now been completed on approval to proceed by the Environment 

Agency and a letter was read from Mr Baker expressing his thanks to the 

Council for its assistance in the matter. It was agreed that the contractor’s 

account for the work be sent to ERYC for payment directly to the contractor 

under the terms of the Town and Parish Flood Fund.

It was also reported by Councillor Grant that he had been approached by three
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residents of Cherry Hill Park on the south side of Dove Lane as to the possibility of 

providing a storm overflow pipe under their gardens to discharge water into the Beck, 

but that it could cost in the region of £8,000. It was further reported that £5,000 was still 

available to the Council and that if desired, this could be re-allocated towards such a 

scheme. It was agreed to enquire of ERYC as to any further funding available under the 

Town and Parish Flood Fund.

The Chairman reported that he had held tentative discussions on a camera survey of the 

Roos drainage system and that he was attending a meeting in the near future in this 

connection.

Letters of appreciation were read from Simon Taylor expressing his thanks to the 

Council and to residents of Roos for the fine gift and payment expenses.

Proposed Tedder Hill Wind Farm

It was agreed to make further objections to ERYC on receipt of copy representations 

made by the Conservation Officer of ERYC to the Planning Officer at ERYC in relation 

to the proposal’s likely effect on the recently designated Conservation Areas.

Erection of a 2kw wind turbine on a nine metre tapered tower at Manor Cottage, Main 

Street, Tunstall for Mr J Smith.

Prior to consideration the Clerk read a letter received from the applicant together with 

one from residents of a neighbouring property objecting to the proposal. It was agreed 

to recommend refusal to ERYC in view of its detrimental effect on the Conservation 

Area, visual impact on the surrounding open area and disturbing a field of 

archaeological importance.

Erection of 1 no dwelling at land east of  The Paddock, South End, Roos for Vidi Vici.

It was agreed to recommend refusal of the application to ERYC as it conflicts with the 

Village Design Statement, the Parish Plan, changes in regional/national policies since 

outline permission was granted in 2005 and that the site has serious flooding issues as 

witnessed in 2007. At the appropriate time it was also agreed to e-mail members of the 

ERYC Planning Committee considering the application.

Any other Business
