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Rooster

As recently reported in the
Rooster, quotations for
remedial work to repair the
walls were obtained.
However the costs were
prohibitive and a decision
was taken by the Parish
Council to look at
alternatives.  Subsequently
a number of railway
sleepers together with
landscape fabric and gravel
were purchased and with
the offer of the use of a

mechanical digger provided by Cllr.
Smales,  members undertook to tidy
things up themselves.

At around  8.15 am on Saturday 4th
June, Cllrs. Cracknell and Ward
commenced work. Cllr. Ainley was
called to take photographs from time
to time and later joined in the work in
the afternoon. 

Cllrs. Winter and Coupe and many
local residents called by from time to
time during the day to offer their
encouragement.

Inevitably things did not go all that
smoothly - less than 15 minutes later
the tracks driving the digger 
came off!  

All in a day's wor k . . . . .

Following comments expressed by former Cllr. Leslie Helliwell at the

open Parish Meeting in July 2010 about the neglected state of the site

of the former pinfold at the junction of Rectory Road and Pinfold

Lane, the Parish Council were prompted to take action. 

8.15 am the work begins

9.00 am things go wrong

9.30 am back to work
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The pinfold is p art of the
historical and cultural herit age of
the village.

In medieval times a pinfold
(sometimes called 'a pound') was

originally built to hold animals which
had been rounded  up for safe
keeping if they had strayed from
their owners land. They were also
used by drovers to pen the animals
overnight on their way to market, for
which a small fee would be charged.
Sometimes animals which had been
put out to graze on common land
without permission would be
'impounded' until a fine had been
paid to the 'pinder', an officer of the
lord of the manor.

It was an offence punishable by a
fine and/or imprisonment to break
into the pinfold to release the
animals. 

An article published in The Rooster
No. 50, February 1990, describes
Roos pinfold as being "a square

enclosure covering  three perches at
the north-west corner of Mill Lane
(now Pinfold Lane).  Gradually the
pinfold fell into disuse. It was the last
property owned by the parish, since

the parish plough had disappeared
(though the stone roller was brought
into the schoolhouse garden).

Two walls of the pinfold were taken
down and the other two lowered.
The bricks were used to floor a
length of the village beck.  In 1938
the pinfold site was converted into a
dump for tins and bottles, which the
District Council promised to clear at
intervals". 

Perhaps the history of this corner of
Roos is worth exploring a little more.
In years long past this area would
have been a hive of activity.  Indeed
many residents will still recall the
sound of the hammer on anvil
ringing out from Charlie Burn's forge
until comparatively recently.  Just
across Rectory Road there used to
be the old corn mill, now only
remembered through old
photographs.

The Rooster team would like to
research this a little more so if any
residents have any information,
photographs or any documentation
about this area, we would be
pleased to view them.

Later things could have been worse
when a main telephone cable was
nearly cut in two. It was buried only a
matter of inches below the surface.
It was so near that a sleeper had to
be notched to accommodate it.  All
sorts of scrap metal were being
turned up; Time Team might have
enthused about it but we were not
amused as it just blunted our
spades!

In spite of these setbacks it was well
worth the effort, as by the end of the
day this long neglected area of the
village had been cleaned up. It has
become one of the very few open
public spaces within the village and a
blank canvas upon which to install
something of value to the community.

Perhaps a seat, or a picnic table with
maybe a commemorative plaque?
Possibly the pupils of Roos School

might wish to undertake a project or
offer their suggestions.

Cool slightly
Place in moulds and chill before serving

The following topics were considered by Roos Parish
Council at it s Meeting held on 13th June 201 1

Apologies were received from Cllrs.Craggs and Ward.

Prior to the commencement of the meeting a minutes' silence
was observed as a mark of respect following  the death of
former Council member and previous Chairman, Mr Jim
Priest.

Tunst all Coast al Defence Scheme
The Chairman welcomed representatives of the Environment
Agency, ERYC, Keyingham Internal Drainage Board and Rimswell
Parish Council to the meeting to discuss the way forward with
proposed works to improve the coastal defences at Tunstall
following the geo technical problems which had been encountered
resulting in the delay in delivering the improvement works.

The Environment Agency confirmed that it was working towards
providing a suitable solution to the problem and that any new
scheme was expected to cost more than the original one resulting
in a shortfall in funding to deliver the works.

It was pointed out by several representatives that the increased
silting up at Cherry Cobb Sands was also a key factor in the
proper drainage of both Tunstall and Roos Drains which also
required serious consideration by the Environment Agency.

All parties were unanimous in agreeing that they would work with
the Environment Agency to hopefully deliver a satisfactory
scheme in the near future and it was agreed to contact RES UK
Ltd to enquire whether it would agree to provide a financial
contribution towards the cost of any new proposed improvement
works.

It was agreed that a further progress meeting of all parties
present and the owners of Sand Le Mere Caravan Park take
place on the 8th August at 7.00pm.

Proposed allotment s in the p arish
It was reported that a further appeal to landowners was to be
published in the Rooster to release suitable land to the Council for
allotment use. The issue of allotments would be addressed in the
questionnaire currently being prepared for the revised Parish
Plan.

The Pinfold
The Chairman thanked members who had recently helped in the
general improvement of the area. It was agreed that Cllr. Ward
would contact the school to enquire whether pupils would be
interested in suggesting ideas for further enhancement of the site,
and that Cllr. Coupe submit an application to Awards for All for
funding towards improvements to the pinfold wall.

Severe winter weather pilot fund
Cllr. Cracknell reported that Mr M Wilkie was a preferred supplier
to ERYC of winter gritting services and that the Parish Sub Group
was considering the suitability of his modified gritting tractor for
use in the parish.

Cllr. Cracknell reported that due to her work commitments at
ERYC she would be unable to represent the Council on the Sub
Group. It was agreed that Cllrs. Coupe and Tyson share
attendance at future meetings.

Retiring member
It was agreed to invite retired member Cllr. Cheeseman and his
wife to the next meeting to express the Council's appreciation for
his invaluable contribution to the Council over a thirty year period.

Flooding and land drainage issues
It was reported that ERYC had agreed to clear the dyke between
the Old Rectory and north of Hodgson Lane and that a grip
opposite Mr Baker's property would be filled in. An obstruction in
the piped section south of Lamb Lane would be removed. It was
agreed that the Chairman and Cllr. Tyson investigate a 9" pot
located on Rectory Road.

Decisions

It was reported that the ERYC had approved the following
applications.

n Erection of single storey garden room extension at
Hawthorne Rise South End Roos.

n Demolition of single storey building at rear of Roos Arms to
allow for development

n Erection of building for use as a leisure centre
alteration/extension of former agricultural buildings for retail
purposes, construction of outdoor swimming pool and
construction of car parking facilities at Hall Farm Southfield
Lane Tunstall.

Applications
n Erection of two guyed 80metre anemometry masts for a

temporary period of 24 months in connection with approved
wind farm application 08/05693/STPLF (AMENDED PLANS)
at land west of Sunderland Farm Rectory Road Roos.

The Council considered amended proposals provided by ERYC
which had been submitted by the developer and it was agreed
that in the light of these details that the Council now offer no
observations on the application.

n Erection of a wind monitoring mast up to 70m high for a
maximum period of 18 months at land south of Pilmar Lane
Roos.

It was agreed to offer no observations on the application.

n Erection of covered amenity area and store following
demolition and rebuilding of boundary wall at Roos Arms
Main Street Roos.

Cllrs. Cracknell and Dodson declared an interest in the application
and left the room whilst it was considered and took no part in the
deliberations.

It was agreed that no objections be made to the application
subject to the wall being rebuilt to the satisfaction of the adjoining
land owner.
